Lorraine Drummond, Project Manager 
gave a presentation of the progress 
on Contact Point.  Contact Point 
would provide a basic online directory 
and database of every child in 
England giving details of their parents 
or carers; school; GP and any other 
services working with the child. 
 
Contact Point will only hold the 
following basic information for all 
children in England (up until their 18th 
birthday) 
- Name, address, gender, date of 

birth and a unique identifying 
number. 

- Name and contact details for a 
child's parent or carer. 

- Contact details for services 
working with a child: as a 
minimum, educational setting (e.g. 
school) and GP practice, but also 
other services where appropriate. 

- A means to indicate whether a 
practitioner is a lead professional 
and if they have undertaken an 
assessment under the Common 
Assessment Framework

The Children’s Plan 

When a child dies and abuse or neglect is 
known or suspected to be a factor the Local 
Safeguarding Children Board is required to 
carry out a serious case review. 
 

The purpose of serious case reviews is to: 
- Establish whether there are lessons to 

be learned from a case about the way in 
which local professionals and agencies 
work together to safeguard children; 

- Identify clearly what those lessons are, 
how they will be acted upon and what is 

The Children’s Plan sets out how the DCSF will 
achieve the Government’s aim to make this country 
the best place in the world for children and young 
people to grow up. It will put the needs of families, 
children and young people at the centre of 
everything we do, by: 
 
- Strengthening support for all families during the 

formative early years of their children’s lives  
- Taking the next steps in achieving world class 

schools and an excellent education for every 
child  

- Involving parents fully in their children’s learning  
- Helping to make sure that young people have 

interesting and exciting things to do outside of 
school
